French.

During Year 6, children will recap personal information, using a variety of
adjectives to describe their personality, appearance, aspirations
and professions. They will also focus on French nouns , verbs and opinions to
describe a range of activities including sports, time and other activities. During
Summer term they will focus on conversational skills during their Café Culture
unit as well as embracing a range of independent reading and listening
activities, ready for their secondary journey.

During Year 5, children will revisit personal information though a range of speaking, listening
and simple writing activities. They will also learn nouns for different fruits and vegetables
and learn to follow a story. They will focus on reading and following instructions before
moving on to writing simple verbs and adjectives to write descriptions and simple facts in
the Out of This World unit.
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In Year 4, the children will recap the core language taught in Year 3 and Key Stage 1
including simple greetings and classroom language. They will learn to follow and
give commends to other people through careful listening and oracy. They will then
move on to learning the nouns for parts of the body and apply their knowledge of
commands to take part in activities involving the body (e.g. Yoga) before finally
writing their own simple sentences and learning to follow a simple story in French.
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Beginning Key Stage 2, children will begin to not only speak but also write
French words. They will continue to revisit and repeat previous vocabulary
learned in Key Stage 1 to enable this to be embedded. In Year 3, there is a
greater emphasis on correct pronunciation, embedding the importance of
phonics in French. Year 3 is also when children begin to speak un longer
sentences , are exposed to singular and plural and learn to ask questions to
role play cimple conversations.

In Year 2, the children will consolidate learning from Year 1 and catch up on any
material not covered in Year 1. Although Languages is not compulsory at this stage,
children are expected to be exposed to numbers to 10, simple greetings and colours .
This provides a good base for more advanced learning further up the school.

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Building on knowledge

Throughout Key Stage 1, children will be introduced to numbers to 10, simple greetings
and colours. These units will carry on into Year 2 via the French Explorers unit. Much of
this learning takes place through song and engaging children through topics of interest
(e.g. Dinosaurs and Teddy Bear's Picnic).

Exposure

Children will have exposure to the French language. This will begin as speaking and listening with children
repeating correct pronunciation. They will complete the register in French, learning basic French greetings.
Throughout the year they will also have exposure to French songs to develop their understanding. During EYFS
children will also be taught to explain similarities and differences between our country and other countries ,
drawing on knowledge from stories , non-fiction texts and where appropriate, maps.
